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  I.
STEP ONE -- Personal Analysis
Have your structure/function profile (personology analysis) made by a certified Personology Consultant. Make a copy to submit with your Primary Student Registration Form and fee.  (Some Personologists can do modified charts through the mail if you do not live near a consultant.  The Training office can recommend one to you, if needed.)
II.     STEP TWO -- Registration
 A.  Enroll with a “Certified and currently Affiliated” TEACHER.  All authorized teachers have an Affiliation Number. You can get the names and numbers of our current teachers by contacting the Training Center.

B.  To Register fill out the General Student Registration Form and submit it with the $10.00 registration fee and your BT-110 Course tuition fee (to your instructor). When you move on to the next course, a one-time Certification Registration Fee of $40.00 is due along with your BT-120 Course text and tuition payment.

III.   STEP THREE - Training Courses

Enroll in and Successfully Complete the four (4) Primary Courses called Basic Traits 110 through 140.  (BT-110, 120, 130 & 140). If you are a correspondence student you can also complete the first two (2) Laboratory Courses through correspondence. All other courses must be taken in-class.
